
The Elizabeth Russell Prize for Interdisciplinary Public Health
The prize is for the best piece of work, which is presented at the Faculty of Public Health annual conference in Scotland each year that demonstrates a collaborative approach to a public health intervention or a collaborative approach to addressing a public health problem. The work may be wholly new, or reflect the current status of a long-standing programme, but must reflect an inter-disciplinary approach to the practice of public health, and have been undertaken by public health staff from a minimum of two different disciplines.  
The prize will include a diplomas for all the authors noting the success the winning piece of work. The value of the prize will be decided by the Committee of the Faculty of Public Health in Scotland based on the annual interest from the funds placed for safekeeping with the endowments section of the Faculty of Public Health.
The prize will be awarded by a panel of judges, selected by the Conference Organising Committee and agreed by the Committee of the Faculty of Public Health in Scotland.
The criteria for the prize are as follows:
· The work is presented at the annual conference of the Faculty of Public Health in Scotland.
· The work can be in plenary, oral, poster or any other form of formal presentation as long as it is accepted for the conference by peer review.
· The work has to demonstrate a collaborative venture by a number of health staff who are working in different strands, professions and/or arenas of public health.
· There has to be a minimum of two different authors from different strands, professions or arenas of public health. 
· There is no upper limit to the number of different strands, professions, arenas or number of authors for the work; although variety and number of authors will influence the judges.
· Originality will also count and the judges will have an eye on how the work could be generalised across Scotland.
· Finally the judges will consider the relative impact that the work has on promoting, awareness raising and encouragement for collaborative inter-disciplinary practice of public health in Scotland. 
The winning work will be posted on the website of the Scottish Forum for Public Health which is hosted by the Scottish Public Health Network (ScotPHN).
Notes:
1. The prize is named after the former chair of the Scottish Forum for Public Health (SFPH), previously known as the Office for Public Health in Scotland, and utilises the resources previously allocated to the SFPH scholarship under the same name (the Elizabeth Russell Scholarship).
2. The total resource of the SFPH will be allocated to the Faculty of Public Health and held within its endowment fund to be invested in their endowment portfolio. The interest will be used to pay for the annual prize.
3. If at a later date the Committee of the Faculty of Public Health in Scotland wish to re-instate a group to take forward collaborative inter-disciplinary public health working they can use the capital and interest from this resource to do so, by in fact ‘resurrecting’ the Scottish Forum for Public Health in that or another name reflective of the work.
